1. The aircraft must participate in an aerial or static demonstration at the air show, where a participation agreement is
in place between the aircraft operator and the air show organizers, AND

2. The flight(s) must be operated exclusively:
a) as part of an official air show aerial display, OR
b) to transport the aircraft to or from the air show.
